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ABSTRACT

This paper examines economic difference and financial investment behaviors of the
elderly, and raises some factors that may affect the elderly financial investment behaviors.
The data is from “2008 Guangzhou Elderly Living Condition Survey”.

We know that different elder people have different mortality, life expectancy and more
that means different preparations to support a longer retired period, we call this as “old-age
risk”. The effects on “old-age risk” may come from age, gender, health status and more.
Equivalently, different old people have different ability to tackle the “old-age risk”. These
abilities could be personal and family assets, social insurances including pension and medical
insurance, family protections from offspring are the same important especially in China.
Among the elder people there exists social inequality, partly from their different social status
before they retired. We think that “mental account” and culture reasons could impact elderly
investment behaviors. Based on these analysis we set four hypothesizes about factors that
affect elderly investment behaviors.

After data processing and descriptive statistics, we come to the factors determine models.
Evidence supports a finding of culture and mental account factors affect elderly investment
behaviors of relative risk taking positively. And give empirical support to the finding of
women invest conservatively than men, poor health negatively affect risk taking investment
behaviors. All these could support our hypothesis of “old-age risk”. And we verify the finding
of elderly social segregation. We warn that without correct guidance and public police

responses elder people’s social inequality could be pull apart.
